Action Items from July 10th Meeting

1. Mail Theft- Identify theft (top item)

2. Traffic Safety Enforcement

· The expired traffic survey for the area along mountain Blvd means that the police cannot use their radar to catch speeders. They must use a pace car method, which is impractical on such a short stretch of road especially if the police car is starting from a dead stop. 

Actions:  

a. Bring to the attention of the traffic enforcement division

b. Work with city to get the traffic surveys updated for that area

c. Identify other Montclair areas with expired traffic surveys

3. Litter/Dumping/Blight Enforcement

· Trash in Montclair Village 

· Remote stretches of roads, especially where there are no homes where people dump things in the night 

· People throw trash out the car windows

· Not tracked as a crime though it violates city ordinances and costs (in the $ millions) for city to clean up.

Actions:

a. Identify as a priority to OPD and ask for enforcement (may be a good revenue generator for city)

b. Provide names/ addresses/ license numbers of dumpers for prosecution where known

c. Research ordinances applicable to blight/litter and dumping and get word out

d. Work with he city’s Litter Enforcement Officers, who do not  currently view Montclair to be included in their geographic responsibilities, though it is part of Oakland

e. Coordinate with Merchants and neighborhood associations to understand and support related initiatives. 

Also discussed:

· False Alarms-  Was discussed by Chief Word, and is a topic of ongoing interest, but enthusiasm was not as high for this item as top three

· Neighborhood Watch/Home Alert- possible longer term action item.  Need to see how budget cuts may impact services to determine

· Fuel Reduction/Fire Safety/Assessment District- Was presented by Council member Quan. No comments from attendees. Action already underway through neighborhood associations 

· Secondary Units and additional parking-  Was presented by Council member Quan, some discussion.  Very short term item as amendment is on council agenda 15 July and speakers are already lined up from neighborhood  associations.
