June 4, 2005 Public Meeting

1. Crime.

2. OPD should be focused on Traffic & Pedestrian Safety and Mail/Identity Theft.

3. Speeding autos.  Police should be concerned about speeding on Mountain Blvd. from Thornhill, not just Colton, to center of town.

4. Voice Alert for all emergencies (e.g. Pipe bomb found on Paso Robles in Feb. (?) residents not warned).

5. Walking Beat Officer in the Village; Mailbox thief.

6. Speeding on Moraga Ave., especially going north near Thornhill.

7. Residential break-ins / burglaries.

8. Check on speeding – Traffic on upper Broadway Terrace.

9. Home robbery prevention; Car theft prevention; Traffic speed control on Mountain between Thornhill & Colton.

10. Speeding cars on Ascot Drive – A car flipped over near my house 1 week ago.

11. Emergency preparedness communication- where to go how to evacuate & traffic control in and emergency to get children out of school / direct neighborhoods in an emergency – police presence.

12. Rapid response time / timely response to calls; Vandalism prevention; Mail theft response / prevention.
