The meeting was called to order by Vice Chair, Jill Broadhurst, at 7:13 PM (Meeting place was moved from 1998 Mountain Blvd. at the last minute due to unforeseeable circumstances)

1. Welcome (Jill Broadhurst, Vice Chair)

2. Update on Short Line Pocket Park (Jill Broadhurst)

Update on accomplishments and plans for the corner of Thornhill & Moraga. 

3. Financial Update on Short Line Pocket Park (Jim Clardy)

Funding needed is estimated at $30,000.  Donations have reached  $22,500 to date.
4. Crime in Montclair (Robbie Neely (Co-chair, Crime Prevention Team)

Lt. Meeks, the Police Service Area (PSA) Commander, spoke about Measure Y and the progress being made to recruit and train new Oakland Police Officers and common sense measures to prevent crime.  Sgt. Armstrong spoke about prioritizing and scheduling Beat Officers.  Sgt. Golfin, Communications Commander, described what happens when a ‘911’call is made.  Officer Bellusa, Traffic, spoke about speeding on Skyline Blvd.  Ranger McNab, one of four Rangers for Oakland’s 120 parks, spoke about reducing teenage activities after dark (park curfew 10 PM).  Officer Brad Young, former Beat 13 patrol officer, spoke about curbing the end of school year parties and criminal door-to-door solicitors.  

In addition to the individuals listed, there were at least ten Oakland police officers who attended as part of their commitment to attend quarterly community meetings.

5. Jean Quan’s Office (Sue Piper)
Sue Piper noted that her office receives many complaints about traffic issues in the hills, and that frequently the issue is that local residents from higher up on the hill are speeding as they drive down the hill. Some neighborhood associations do an informational campaign on slowing down. Jean's newsletter periodically runs information about traffic issues.

· How can one follow up on burglaries?  Email Lt. Meeks jmeeks@oaklandnet.com 

· When will Police Beat 13Z have a dedicated officer?  New graduates are assigned first where crime is highest, so Beat 13 is low on the waiting list.

· What are the hours for door-to-door soliciting?   10 AM to 6 PM with OPD photo ID permit.
· Motorcycle and other vehicle speeding on Skyline comment. 
· Advise for neighbors regarding recent robbery of couple across from Fire station on Colton.  Be aware of your surroundings.
· What is our police coverage?  One officer covers Beat 13 X, Y and Z and other areas 24 hours a day.
· Can we get more than the 16 incoming phone lines for ‘911’?  The State runs and subsidizes ‘911’ services.  Cell phone callers get CA Highway Patrol, call 777-3211 instead of ‘911’, Non-emergency for OPD: 777-3333, Non-emergency for Park Rangers: 377-4657.     
· What can we do to help reduce crime?  Support after school programs, volunteer and/or mentor kids.
· How can one get information on known child molesters in our neighborhood?  Meagan’s Law, SAFE task force and “family watchdog” websites
