The meeting was called to order by Chair, Roger Vickery at 7:05 PM

Welcome (Vickery)

· Roger welcomed 13 members of the public, announced public meetings:  8/9 on crime prevention, 9/13 on traffic and pedestrian safety.

Community Issues (Audience)

· Moraga constituents congratulated OPD for increased presence in their area during the last month.
· Posting of crime stats and outcomes so we can tell if initiatives are making a difference

· Dumping on Paso Robles cleaned out immediately; much improved service in past year.

· Wild Fire Prevention District—overview of Beaconsfield Canyon project, Earth Day proposal to create demonstration garden at Shep. Canyon fire station; status of inspections.  Public urged to attend next WFD meeting 7/26 at Trudeau Center; discussion of Red Flag fire days posted on list serves.

OPD/Crime Prevention

· Officer Pierce announced that PSO Richard Holten will fill in as Village Walking Officer 2 days a week; 3rd Watch night officer was in accident, leaving shift uncovered; Violence Suppression detail is underway.

· Jacque Long reviewed Robbery Suppression detail covering Grand Lake, Lakeshore, Temescal, Rockridge and Montclair--suspect arrested 6/27 confessed to 30 robberies in targeted area; 14 arrests, 2 citations, 9 field contacts.  She also advised of an arrest of a juvenile (white male) in the 5500 block of Ascot for possession of drugs, which may be linked to auto vandalism in that area in June.  

· Long announced National Night Out 8/7, and said only 10 Montclair neighborhoods were registered with Neighborhood Watch.

· Robbie Neely reviewed draft OPD priorities submitted in E-report.  Motion carried to amend (see separate document).

· Neely reviewed formation of Village Security Council to develop prevention initiatives to protect merchants and shoppers.

Council District 4 Report (Piper)

· City’s draft Seismic Strengthening Program offers reduced permit fees and reduction of transfer taxes for following guidelines; sale and remodel of property will require gas shut off valves

· JMPark: Free concerts on Sundays; volunteers will reroute trails in October.

· Shep.Canyon trail to be renamed Montclair Railroad Trail; land swap with EBRP so City will own entire trail; dogs on leash okay.  Upcoming changes to dog ordinance.

· Ascot to Scout path under way; contributions run through City will be tax deductible. 

· Stop light at Hwy 13/Mountain Blvd ramp approved.  See action item.
